
“ANNIE” PULLOVET 
MEMPHIS  Yarn 
 
YARN 
ADRIAFIL YARN 
 
MATERIALS REQUIRED 
• 500 gr. Memphis yarn in shocking pink no. 60 
• knitting needles no. 4 and 41/2 
• 1 large fancy button in matching colour 
• tapestry needle 

 
SIZE: 46 (42-44) 
 
PATTERN STITCHES 
Elastic rib (beg. and ending) 
K1/p1 rib stitch 
Purled stitch 
Knit stitch to end the elastic rib 
 
GAUGE 
10x10 cm. working with knitting needles no. 41/2 in purl st. = 20 sts. and 27 rows. 
 
WORKING INSTRUCTIONS 
Back: with knitting needles no. 4 cast on 115 (99-107) sts. and, for the border, work 2 rows in elastic rib, then, cont. in k1/p1 
rib st. When work measures a total of 2 cm., cont. with knitting needles no. 41/2 in purl st. decreasing 9 sts. spaced evenly 
over row 1. To shape the sides decr. at ends, inside 5 sts., 1 st. every 8 rows 5 times; when work measures 27 (25-26) cm. 
from the border incr. at ends 1 st. every 8 rows 3 times. When work measures 37 (33-35) cm. from the border, to shape the 
raglans cross off at ends 5 sts. and, at the same time, decr., inside 3 sts., 2 sts. every 4 rows 14 (12-13) times. When work 
measures 21 (19-20) cm. from beg. of raglan bind off the 36 (28-32) rem. stitches. 
Front: work in the same way as back until work measures 37 (33-35) cm. from the border. To shape the raglans cross off at 
ends 5 sts., then decr., inside 3 sts., 2 sts. every 4 rows 12 (10-11) times. When work measures 18.5 (16.5-17.5) cm. from 
beg. of raglan bind off the 44 (36-40) rem. stitches. 
Right sleeve: with knitting needles no. 4 cast on 51 (47-49) sts. and, for the border, work 4 rows in elastic rib, then, cont. in 
k1/p1 rib st. When work measures a total of 4 cm., cont. with knitting needles no. 41/2 in purl st. At ends incr. 1 st. every 8 
rows 11 times. When work measures 38 (34-36) cm. from border, to shape the raglans cross off 5 sts. on right of work, then 
decr., inside 3 sts., 2 sts. every 4 rows 4 times, 2 sts. every 6 rows 6 times; on left of work decr., inside 3 sts., 2 sts. every 4 
rows 3 times, 2 sts. every 6 rows 7 times. When work measures 20 cm. from beg. of raglan bind off the 28 (24-26) rem. 
stitches. 
Left sleeve: work to match right sleeve. 
 
MAKE UP AND FINISH 
Sew the raglan on 3 sides leaving open a back raglan: make a seam leaving the edges on right side of work to form the raised 
edge. With knitting needles no. 4 pick up 161 (149-155) sts. around the neckline and work in k1/p1 rib st. for 3.5 cm.; work 4 
rows in elastic rib, then bind the sts. with the tapestry needle. Sew up the last raglan and the sides of the border of the 
neckline. Sew up the seams from cuff to side. Sew on the button (which is simply decorative) at the top of the front left raglan 
(when worn).
